The Hawaii Department of Agriculture (HDOA), Office of the Chair (CHR), is seeking proposals in response to a Request for Proposals (FEED17) OC-17-02. 
The HDOA requests proposals for a qualified entity to develop and administer a commercial scale feed research and production project for Hawaii (project).  The proposals shall include consideration of 1) infrastructure for commercial scale feed research/production for both terrestrial and aquatic animals; 2) capacity to conduct the biochemical analysis necessary for feed development from local products, byproducts, and waste-streams; 3) utilization of local products, byproducts, and waste-streams in producing nutritional local feed; 4) long-term financial sustainability; and 5) the ability of the program to ultimately contribute to the development of a completely commercial feed mill in Hawaii.

To achieve this goal, the HDOA announces the availability of up to $300,000 in program funds for one project to develop a commercial scale research feed mill.  The successful proposal shall include a plan that outlines: 
· Specific goals and objectives
· Responsible agencies and partners
· Capacity needs
· Recommended regulatory changes
· Required infrastructure
· An overall timeline and pricing budget for implementation.  
· The plan must address measures and action steps under the following broad categories: 
· Infrastructure- access to a commercial scale feed mill
· Local Resource Utilization- access to and use of locally sourced waste-streams, byproducts, and end-users in the production and testing of nutritional local feed.
· Research – conducting the biochemical analysis of locally sourced materials necessary for local feed development at a commercial level.
· Commercial Implementation Plan – display connections and goals towards establishing a fully-operational commercial feed mill. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Financial Sustainability Assessment – articulate a sustainable financial plan for implementation of the pilot project into establishment of a fully-operational commercial feed mill.

The closing date and time for receipt of proposals under this RFP is 12:00 p.m. on September 16, 2016.  Proposals received after this deadline will not be processed by staff or reviewed by the evaluation committee.
