REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI)

PURPOSE OF THIS REQUEST FOR INFORMATION:

Pursuant to Hawaii Revised Statutes §103 F-106 and Hawaii Administrative Rules §3-142-202, the Department of Health’s (hereinafter “DOH”) Alcohol and Drug Abuse Division (hereinafter “ADAD”) is seeking input regarding a planned Request for Proposal (“RFP”) to provide a continuum services and activities aimed at implementing the Hawaii Screening Brief Intervention and Referral to Treatment (SBIRT) Project. The SBIRT project is funded through a federal grant awarded to the DOH, ADAD by the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) The purpose of this RFI is to evaluate the feasibility of several key elements being considered as ADAD develops the project and to provide interested parties and potential partners the opportunity to provide input. 

Key elements of the project include:
· Implementation at a minimum of 6 of the 14 Federally Qualified Health Centers (FQHCS) in Hawaii who primarily serve the populations targeted by the SBIRT Project.
· Implementation at a minimum of 25 small group primary care practices by the end of the project. 
· Inclusion of one or more healthcare/physician associations that would be able to assist with SBIRT site coordination and linkage.
· Inclusion of one or more healthcare training/educational entities who would be able to provide SBIRT training activities.
· Inclusion of one or more outcomes evaluation entities who would be able to provide assistance with data collection evaluating and reporting. 
· Inclusion of one or more referral sources, including provider coalitions who would be able to coordinate referrals made to treatment by the primary care provider. 

Key project deliverables:
· 67,000 adults statewide need to be screened for alcohol, drugs, and mental health disorders over a period of 5 years, across primary care settings.
· Provide technical assistance and training to implement SBIRT services in healthcare settings across the State.
· Ensure that steps are taken that support sustainability of universal SBIRT as a standard practice within primary care settings at all levels throughout the State.

1. Participation in this RFI is optional, and is not required to respond to any subsequent procurement action the purchasing agency may take. 

2. Neither the purchasing agency nor the interested party responding has any obligation under this request for information.

4. The DOH/ADAD reserves the right to incorporate information from an RFI response in a subsequent solicitation, in any way that the ADAD deems most appropriate for meeting the overall goals and objectives of the DOH/ADAD.

5. In responding to this RFI, please include any documentation or basis for your position and responses. 

6. No part of this RFI should be interpreted as a final indicator of future RFP content. 

INFORMATION REQUESTED:

A series of RFI sessions will be held by ADAD to provide information about the goals, objectives and deliverables of the grant project. 
These sessions will also provide a venue where interested parties are invited to submit written and/or verbal information addressing the following areas:
A description of the key element area(s) where respondents would be interested in responding should a future solicitation be posted. 
A description of the background of the organization in the key area(s) of interest and what expertise the organization would be able to contribute. 
Please also provide brief answers to the following:
1. How would respondents go about implementing SBIRT services consistent with the required goals and objectives of the project?
2. A description of the kind of support respondents would need from ADAD
3. A description of how respondents would track preventative health measures across payers.
4. A description of how respondents would support and track the referral process to treatment providers; or if respondents are proposing to be a referral source, a description of how they would ensure timely referral and adequate follow-up.
5. A description of other universal screening initiatives that have been used within the respondent’s care setting.
6. A description of successes and challenges in implementing multiple screens for different preventative measures within the same office visit.
7. Provide information on the unduplicated number of adults served annually that the respondent has the capacity to serve.
