

Chapter 103F, HRS

Request for Information (RFI)
[Purchase of Service or POS for Critically Medically Needy]


[bookmark: _GoBack]The Department of Health (DOH), Family Health Services Division, Children with Special Health Needs Branch, Early Intervention Section requests information and feedback from interested community members, concerned individuals, community-based organizations, state and county agencies, service providers, and others to assist in providing family-centered, community-based, comprehensive, multidisciplinary services to infants and toddlers, under age three (3), who, in addition to having developmental delays and/or a diagnosed physical or mental condition that has a high probability of resulting in a development delay, have complex medical needs that further impact their development, and their families, on the island of Oahu.  Services include:  care coordination; family training, counseling, and home visits; occupational therapy; physical therapy; special instruction; speech-language pathology; and social work services.  Program staff shall connect families to the following services if they are not available by program staff:  assistive technology devices; audiology; sign language and cued speech; health services necessary to enable the child to benefit from other early intervention services; medical services only for diagnostic or evaluation purposes; nursing; nutrition ; psychological ; and vision.  Transportation and related costs that are necessary to enable the child and family to receive other services described in this paragraph shall also be provided.  All services shall be delivered as conveniently and non-intrusively as possible, and within the child and family’s natural environment.

The RFI meeting will be held Friday, July 29, 2016 and is scheduled to begin at 10 a.m. end at 11:30 a.m., Hawaii Standard Time.  It will be held at the Early Intervention Section’s Conference Room, at 1350 South King Street, Suite 200, Honolulu, Hawaii 96814.  Participation is optional, and is not required to respond to any subsequent procurement action a purchasing agency may take.
